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Applications will be reviewed by the TNF Scholarship Committee and evaluated as
follows:

25% = Quality of Application and Letters of Recommendation.
35% = Quiality of Essay and Presentation.

40% = Quality of the CEO Trade Show project scheduled toward the end of the
academic year.

All exhibits and overall assignments will be evaluated by anonymous judges selected by TNF
Scholarship Committee members.
